REPORT ON CONSULTATIVE WORKSHOPS
October 2009

Ministry of Education and Culture/National Emergency Management Organisation

INEE Minimum Standards for Education in Emergencies, Chronic Crises and Early Reconstruction

The Damage Assessment Team conducted two meetings (August 6, and October 7, 2009 respectively) to examine the Minimum Standards against the National Assessment tools currently used to capture data following an emergency. 

Those instruments were developed in collaboration with the Caribbean Disaster Emergency Management Agency [CDEMA formerly CDERA] and a designed to provide a comprehensive assessment of the situation following an emergency at the national level. In that regard, data on damages in the education sector is captured from a national perspective. For instance, number of schools damaged and extent of damage.
The Damage Assessment Team is chaired by a Civil Engineer and comprises the Director of the National Emergency Management Organisation (NEMO) and representatives from the Ministry of Education and Culture and the Ministry of Health, Human Services and Gender Relations. [See annex 1 for the full membership]  

Some of these include Assessment Reports are used to collect data for Emergency Relief and Short Term, such as:

· ISO – Initial Situation Overview

· IDA – Initial Damage Assessment

· DSR – Detailed Sector Report

The Information Gathering and Needs Assessment Questionnaire in Appendix 3 page 33 INEE Minimum Standards Handbook, provides a systematic evaluation for the education sector. This instrument can be adopted with slight adjustments to fit country context. These adjustments include:

· No. 1 pg 33. Children are enrolled in army. (Army not relevant to local context instead army/police force

· No. 4 pg 34.What is the children’s level of education? Children’s level, include middle school/secondary education.
· No. 8 What about food facilities?
To a large extent the needs assessment attempts to cover a wide range of qualitative and quantitative issues. However, the whole issue of recovery is not addressed in the standards. For Instance:

· (General Notes ) How are the educators’ needs linked to recovery?
· What is the recovery strategy for the education sector? 
· The issue of recovery for continuity has not been sufficiently addressed. For instance, 

· How are children/families coping with trauma?

· What resources are available to help deal with the trauma?

· How do we help with the transition of children/persons whose homes have been completely destroyed and their relocation to places that were not destroyed (schools, workplaces)? 
The team is cognizant of the numerous initiatives currently in circulation within the Education sector. For example:

· U.N Return to Happiness Program

· CDERA now CDEMA Hazard Mitigation Policy  for Schools

· USAID School Safety Program

· UNICEF Child Friendly Schools

·  PAHO Health Promoting Schools

All the above initiatives place a high emphasis on disaster risk reduction, mitigation and preparedness strategies. The Ministry of Education supports the engagement of schools in preparedness and disaster risk deduction strategies through proactive planning. However, there is need for coordination and collaboration among providers and funding agencies of such initiatives so as to achieve the desired impact and avoid duplication of efforts.
