	· In the meeting I had indicated that most teachers in Kitgum and Pader had been trained by NRC and other agencies and now there was need to focus on utilization of available resources more efficiently so as to minimize wastage. There is also need to focus on quality in terms of numeracy and literacy as opposed to focusing on buildings/structures which seems the main focus of district authorities. – Ken Okwir, NRC Uganda
· 1) Level of INEE handbook is too high for teachers and officials that need it most; a more simple version (especially terminology) with key points and illustrations would be more helpful.
2) More emphasis on learning such as time on task for students, especially teaching vs. activity time and amount of time school is open per academic year.
3) More emphasis should be given on quality education and the correlation between lack of education and fragile states/ conflict states. -- Janella Nelson, NRC Sudan
· The MS handbook needs to show the linkages between the standards and how they all lead towards the ultimate goal which is access to education and learning.  As we look at how the standards are interlinked we find that there is a standard on equal access but we are missing standards related to remaining in school and accessing learning opportunities which are effective and represent acquired skills in academics and life-skills.

· To Remain in School -- Active participation by the students in education programs.  This is a standard we don’t see in the MS.  There is a need to address the issue of supporting children-youth to remain in education programs.  

· Possible indicators:


· Mechanisms exist to monitor at risk children and youth who might leave school.  For example, attendance records are monitored and followed-up when there is a great deal of absence from the school program.  School Counselors possibly meet with families to find solutions to keeping children-youth in the school program. Time on task as well as student – teacher time related to double shifts. Time open  (by year, month, week, hours by day……)

· To Learn – It’s important not only to access education, it’s not enough.  It’s necessary that children-youth access academic skills and life skills (conflict resolution, citizenship, sexual health, etc).  There is a need to elevate the importance of this fact.  The Teaching and Learning standards look at curriculum, training, instruction, assessments which focus on teaching actions but they are not student-centered goals.  If we had a standard on Learning this would emphasize its importance, and indicators would set minimum standards for the action of learning.    For example, school feeding may be on a school campus, but since it takes so much time the learning time is interrupted for countless hours and young people are denied access to learning since they must wait for the distribution to be completed.  Another example, in Colombia, schools register children but there is no follow up to ensure the children come to school and learn.  When visiting the schools the children are not there but the education statistics show that the children have access to education.  This standard would be about the results in learning for children and youth while the standard on instruction is about the action of teaching.  Of course they are inter-linked but we don’t address the results that occur for children when they have access to learning.  

· Possible indicators
· Children and youth are able to resolve conflict in non violent ways.  Young people are safe-guarded from mines, recruitment, exploitation…. due to having access to life-saving information.  

· Children and youth demonstrate the basic skills required to successfully learn (reading, writing, mathematics, etc.)

· School personnel follow up on children and ensure that they have access to learning that is relevant and quality. – Manuel Rojas, NRC Colombia
