· What is the nature of the existing cross-sectoral partnership in regards to degree of formality (ad hoc, loose, structured, formalised, MoU, etc.)?

· What is the nature of the existing cross-sectoral partnership in terms of actors and sectors involved (public - private partnerships, corporate - non-profit partnerships, or specific partnerships with youth groups, etc.)?

· What has been the process of partnering, i.e. how have partnerships been formed and formalised?
· Have there been efforts to pursue holistic approaches, of what type?
