Dear Focal Points 

I hope this finds you well, and that work is progressing. I write with a few  updates and requests for your action on a couple of matters.

1. INEE MS Update  Focal Point meeting

As highlighted in the last message, the second focal point meeting will take place in Geneva from 19-21 October. Following recommendations from a couple of you, we will start the meeting at 11am (sharp) on Monday 19 October, and finish at 3.30pm on Wednesday 21 October.  This is to allow people to arrive on Monday morning rather than Sunday where possible, and to take evening/night flights after the meeting. 

Action: 

On this basis and per the commitment letters of your organizations, we would like to emphasise how important it is that you attend the entire meeting as scheduled.  

2. INEE MS Update Online Secure Community

 The  online secure community has finally been launched! To access the pages: 

1. Go to www.ineesite.org

2. Login to the INEE website, but clicking on the Login button at the top right of the homepage

3. Once you have successfully logged on, go to http://www.ineesite.org/index.php/secure/ms_update (by putting this in your url browser)

You'll each be receiving an individual message very shortly to remind you of your username for the INEE website if necessary, and including the instructions for logging on in a word document.

 As discussed at the focal point meeting in June, the secure online community has three main objectives; to:

- be a tool for sharing information 

- be a working space in which each member can propose inputs as well as amend and enrich different documents. 

- be a repository of all the tools and resources designed to support Focal Points 

Please note that the online secure community is a work in progress – we will be uploading further resources, and your suggestions would be welcome. However it already contains the key focal point documents, so please use the secure webpages from now on as a place to find and upload (see below) relevant documents.

To search for documents in the resource database on the secure webpages, select your preferred category from the drop down box labelled category, then click submit.

Included in the ‘Background documents’ category is an excel file which contains one spreadsheet listing all the focal point  reference group members with just their names, and further sheets with full details of each reference group for which we have received details so far. 

Action

Please check that your reference group list is complete and all details correct. If there is information missing or incorrect, or your reference group is not listed, please send Pascal and myself the full and correct details as soon as possible. We aim to have a complete set of lists of reference groups by 1 September. 

Uploading documents

Please send me (msupdate@ineesite.org) documents you would like to upload to the online secure community (be it the shared sections or your own  thematic section), together with  a brief summary of each document. Documents will be uploaded regularly. To help you keep track of what is new, we will send an email to all focal points each time documents are uploaded, including the summary of each document.

3. INEE Online calendar: we have decided that this would be the most appropriate way to record and make public details of the various consultations that are being held. There is a link to the online calendar from the secure online pages. You can go to it directly at:

Pascal has so far uploaded the information that was in Focal Point tool document 3, Compiled Calendar, and other information that we have received to date. He will continue to upload information about consultations that are planned as you send it to him. The online calendar will in this way become a tool for us to see the range and scope of consultations, and should make it easier to identify possibilities for collaboration between focal points and their reference groups.

Action

- Please check that the consultations that you are involved in are correctly listed on the calendar. 

- Please send Pascal and myself details of any further consultations that you plan, and Pascal will enter them.

4. Updates from you

Many thanks to those of you who have been keeping us regularly updated about the work of your reference groups.

Action: 

For those of you who have been a bit quiet, I would be very glad to hear from you about the progress of the work of your reference groups, and consultations planned. I realise that the holidays have slowed things down, but there is now a little less than two months before the focal point meeting, by when most of the consultations should have been completed.  Thanks in advance for your cooperation on this.

5. INEE Minimum Standards Update webpages

The web pages on the public website have been updated and reorganised. Please find them at http://www.ineesite.org/standardsupdate, and let us know if you have any suggestions for improvements.

6. INEE Minimum Standards Handbook Word version

As requested by a number of you, we attach the INEE Minimum Standards 2006 version (slightly updated from 2004, and the same as the version online) in Microsoft Word. This should be useful for those who wish to record updates in track changes.

To remind you, action points by 1 September are: 

- On the online secure pages: Check that your reference group list is complete (all columns filled for each person) and all details correct. If there is information missing or incorrect, or your reference group is not listed, please send Pascal and myself the full and correct details as soon as possible. 

- On the public website at http://www.ineesite.org/index.php/events/: Check that the consultations that you are involved in are correctly listed on the calendar. Please send Pascal and myself details of any further consultations that you plan, and Pascal will enter them.
